	(Brief report of stay abroad from scientific point of view, ca. 1 page)The objectives of my stay in Indonesia is to conduct field work as an integral part of my PhD Dissertation.  The main theme for my dissertation as approved by the Dean's Office on 14 of May 2012 is "whether and how the implementation of decentralization policy has benefited the forest communities in Indonesia?" 

Necessarily, empirical fieldwork is an integral part of this research, to be carried out with a focus at selected locations in Java Island, but also comprising the respective, relevant policies and actor-interactions among four institutional levels; the central state level, the provincial, the district and the village level. The research design builds on at least two major phases of fieldwork: a first exploratory phase, which builds on a comprehensive review of relevant policy documents and publications and aims at scoping the research problems in more depth, to provide additional materials for the puroseful selection of local case studies, to verify the groups of core stakeholders, and hence to further establish the basis for the second and main phase of empirical fieldwork, which will be dedicated to the main data surveys, primarily by intensive interviewing and review of unpublished materials.
