Research Report
(Brief report of stay abroad from scientific point of view, ca. 1 page)
	As a part of Joint Project between the University of Canterbury and BOKU, I joined Department of Civil and Natural Resources Engineering in Christchurch as Research Assistant under supervision of prof. Tom Cochrane for the period of three months. During this period I worked on the research topic: "Kinetic energy of rainfall as driving force of soil detachment and transport" where I participated in field work, field and laboratory experiments, and data analysis. Field work covered soil sampling from different areas in Canterbury region, New Zealand. The soil samples were used afterwards in laboratory experiments. Laboratory experiments were performed in order to investigate soil detachment (splash ersoion) with different rainfall intensities (mm/h) and variable water content in soil samples. In the experiments rainfall simulator form Department of Civil and Natural Resources was used. For soil detachment measurements modified Morgan splash cups were applied, where the soil samples were placed. There were three repetitions preformed for each experimental setup. Splash detachment depends on physical and chemical characteristics of soil as well as on rainfall characteristics. Rainfall kinetic energy is one of the main rainfall parameters which influences the splash erosion. In order to calculate the kinetic energy from artificial rainfall produced by rainfall simulator, optical laser disdrometer OTT Parsivel2 was used. Optical laser disdrometer measures drops with different sizes and velocities from which the rainfall kinetic energy can be calculated. Collected data form laboratory experiments were analysed and results suggested that the splash erosion is decreasing with water content, and increasing with higher rainfall kinetic energy. These results were evaluated and will be incorporated in my Doctoral Thesis on topic: "Splash erosion under natural and artificial rainfall by different soils", where the results form laboratory experiments with soil types form New Zealand will be compared with experiments and different soil types from Austira.
