Research Report
(Brief report of stay abroad from scientific point of view, ca. 1 page)
	
The Department of Civil and Natural Resources Engineering at the University of Canterbury in Christchurch, New Zealand is a partner in the project “Kinetic energy of rainfall as driving force of soil detachment and transport” related to my doctoral thesis. I was kindly invited to come and work for three months within the department to collaborate on this project. 
Collaboration with colleagues at the university of Canterbury helped me gain new insight into my thesis and progress in my work on a scientific paper.

My thesis focuses on the effect of rainfall on the initial detachment of soil particles, called splash erosion. Splash erosion is dependent on rainfall intensity (I) and kinetic energy (KE), which is a function of drop size distribution (DSD) and fall velocity. Recent technological progress on rainfall measurement devices called disdrometers has enabled improved measurement of rainfall kinetic energy. Using disdrometer data from different sites in Austria, Czech Republic and New Zealand with similar rainfall regime will enable to derive scaling factors for the investigated sites and to evaluate and interpret possible differences in order to achieve improved knowledge on kinetic energy of erosive rainstorms.

One of the challenges in my research is, that different types of measurement instruments are used at each measurement sites, and that each instrument measures the rainfall in different ways, complicating the comparison of the results. The instrument type OTT Parsivel is used at the measurement site in Christchurch and by working directly with this device, I gained greater insight into its functions and data output. This helped me in the comparison of the different instruments and their results. 

During my stay, I gathered rainfall data from the measurement site in Christchurch and I also had access to historical rainfall data from the New Zealand measurement site for analysis, which I will incoorporate into my thesis work. 
I also went to the field to gather soil samples for the project and helped colleagues set up new field and lab experiments. 
I had also organised to visit erosion sites around New Zealand in order to see the effects of what I am working on in practise. From talking with professionals working in the field, I learned a lot about the risk of erosion and the ways they manage the land in order to reduce the erosion risk.
